The TRCS Eagle Boosters Club is officially 
registered with the state of Washington as a non-
profit corporation.  Our stated purpose is to 
support both the academic and extracurricular 
activities of TRCS and its students through 
financial assistance and volunteer service.  We 
have focused our support on the junior high and 
high school level, complementing the work done 
at the elementary level by PTF.  We raise 
funds through membership fees, concessions 
stand sales, business sponsorships, the Cookie 
Dough Sale, and Spirit Wear sales.  Some of the 
uses of these funds have included purchasing 
basketball and volleyball uniforms, paying for a 
coach to go to a coaching clinic, sponsoring a 
table at the Annual Appreciation Dinner, helping 
to buy a computer for the Journalism class, 
providing each secondary teacher with funds for 
classroom supplies, and providing funds for the 
band to attend Musicale.   
  
The cost of an annual membership is $15, and a 
lifetime membership is available for $200.

($250); and Gold Eagle ($400).  These 
contributions are tax-deductible and provide the 
sponsors with a package of benefits (e.g., name 
listed on the game programs and gymnasium 
Booster Board).
